Facilitators: Attorneys from the North-

west Lawyers and Artists (NWLA) Copyright law effects every creative 
person. Join us for a highly informative discussion of the legal issues 
elated to publishing. The primary focus will be on copyright law as it 
relates to writers, illustrators, photographers, publishers, editors and 
anyone else involved in zine publishing. Legal experts will be available 
to answer your questions on copyrights, contracts, libel, free speech, 
trademarks and other legal issues.

Zines and Education: Within and 
Beyond the classroom - Rm. 221

Facilitator: Eleanor (Indulgence) Panelists: Bridget Elmer 
(Booklyn), Emily Larned (Red Charming, Booklyn), Rebecca Gil-
bert (IPRC, Stumptown Printers), Kirstin Tonnigson (Childrens 
Bookarts Center), Doug Blandy (University of Oregon), Marc 
Moscato (University of Oregon, My House) - Reading and creating 
zines are simultaneously an educational tool and an education within 
themselves.

Girl) and Nickey Robo (Impavid) - This is a hands-on demonstration 
of both traditional silkscreen print methods and riso print Gocco printing. 
Several methods of creating and printing silkscreens will be explained as 
well as a demonstration of creating and printing using the print Gocco. 
Participants are welcomed to bring a t-shirt of their own to print.

From Copier to Offset - Rm. 071

will deal with the “jump” from photocopying your zine to having it 
printed professionally by an outside printer.  We will weigh the advan-
tages with the disadvantages of moving to offset printing.  The art of 
Pre-Press production and the difference between digital and not-so-
digital prepress will be covered. Helpful tips and common missteps to 
avoid when dealing with a printer will also be discussed.

Queer Zines and Culture Panel - Rm. 053

Facilitators: Dan Hack (IPRC instructor) and Jake Anderson (Tape 
Mountain) - Mimeo is not just the territory of Diggers broadside rants 
or office duplication, but a forgotten art now being rediscovered. This 
workshop gives you the technical skills you need to print by a full 
size AB Dick 411 mimeograph as well as more charming gadgets like 
the Print-o-Matic, MultiStamp, and CardMaster. We will cover stencil 
preparation and printing operations, focusing on supplies and equip-
ment that can be located with a mixture of obsession, fearlessness, 
and on-line auctions.

DIY Comix - Rm. 071
Talk: Shawn Granton (Modern Industry, Ten 

Foot Rule) - This workshop concentrates on the “hows” and “whys” of 
making a DIY comic. Various techniques will be demonstrated, and em-
phasis will be put on the idea that you, yes YOU, can make your own 
comic! Please note: this workshop is not intended to teach you how to 
draw a comic, but is intended to demonstrate how to produce one.

Creating Accountability In Our Commu-
nity: A Planning Session - Rm.
